Important safety instructions

Attaching the monitor to the base

1. Remove the monitor from the packaging.

2. Attach the footstand to the base. (for selected models).
3. Turn clockwise to lock. Ensure that the base in locked onto the stand. (for selected models)
4.  Secure the base to the stand by turning the screw using the intergrated tab or a suitable coin. (for selected models)

Connecting your monitor to a computer

1. Turn off your computer and unplug your computer's power cord.

2. Connect the signal cable to the MiniDP-MiniDP and/or MHL (optional)
and /or DP (optional) and/or HDMI (optional) input socket of the
monitor, and the MiniDP-MiniDP and/or MHL (optional) and/or DP
(optional) and/or HDMI (optional) output socket of the graphics card
on the computer. Then tighten the thumbscrews on the signal cable
connector.

3.  Connect the USB Cable(Optional)

4. Insert the monitor power cable into the power port at the back of the
monitor.

5. Plug the power cords of your computer and your monitor into a
nearby electrical outlet.
