Setting up the printer

❏ Because the printer weighs approximately 44 kg (97 lb) with consumable products installed, one
person should not lift or carry it. Two people should carry the printer, lifting it by the correct
positions as shown below.

❏ When moving the printer, always keep it horizontal.

❏ If you are unable to insert the AC plug into the electrical outlet, contact an electrician.
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❏ Be sure the AC power cord meets the relevant local safety standards. Use only the power cord that
comes with this printer. Use of the another cord may result in fire or electric shock. This printer’s
power cord is for use with this printer only. Use with other equipment may result in fire or electric
shock.

❏ If damage occurs to the plug, replace the cord set or consult a qualified electrician. If there are fuses
in the plug, make sure you replace them with fuses of the correct size and rating.

❏ Use a grounded outlet that matches the printer’s power plug. Do not use an adapter plug.

Finding the place for the printer

When relocating the printer, always choose a location that has adequate space for easy operation and
maintenance. Use the following illustration as a guide for the amount of space required around the
printer to ensure smooth operation.

b 14 cm

c 10 cm

d 59 cm

To install and use any of the following options, you will need the indicated amount of additional
space.
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An optional paper cassette unit adds 14 cm (5.4 in.) to the bottom of the printer.

A printer stand adds 9 cm (3.5 in.) to the bottom of the printer.

In addition to space considerations, always heed the following precautions when finding a place to
locate the printer:

❏ Place the printer near an electrical outlet where you can easily plug in and unplug the power cord.

❏ Do not put your printer where the cord will be stepped on.

❏ Do not use printer in a damp environment.

❏ Avoid locations that are subject to direct sunlight, excessive heat, moisture, oil vapor, or dust.

❏ Do not place the printer on an unstable surface.

❏ Slots and openings in the cabinet and the back or bottom are provided for ventilation. Do not
block or cover them. Do not put the printer on a bed, sofa, rug, or other similar surface or in a
built-in installation unless proper ventilation is provided.

❏ Keep the entire computer and printer system away from potential sources of interference, such as
loudspeakers or the base units of cordless telephones.

❏ Leave adequate room around the printer to allow for sufficient ventilation.

Using the printer

❏ Be careful not to touch the fuser, which is marked CAUTION, or the surrounding areas. If the
printer has been in use, the fuser and the surrounding areas may be very hot. If you must touch one
of these areas, turn off the printer and wait 40 minutes to allow the heat to subside before doing
so.

❏ When removing the photoconductor unit, do not expose it to sunlight at all and avoid exposing it
to room light for more than three minutes. The photoconductor unit contains a light-sensitive
drum. Exposure to light can damage the drum, causing dark or light areas to appear on the printed
page and reducing the service life of the drum. If you need to keep the photoconductor unit out of
the printer for long periods, cover it with an opaque cloth.

❏ Be careful not to scratch the surface of the drum. When you remove the photoconductor unit from
the printer, always place it on a clean, smooth surface. Avoid touching the drum, since oil from
your skin can permanently damage its surface and affect print quality.

Loading Paper into Your Printer

MP tray

The MP tray (Multi-purpose tray) is the paper source that is available for various types of paper, such
as labels, envelopes, thick paper, and coated paper.

Note:
To load envelopes, see “Envelopes” on page 36.

1. Open the MP tray.
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2. Slide the paper guides outward.

Note:
When the loading paper size is bigger than A4, open the extension tray on the MP tray to
accommodate the paper.

3. Load a stack of the desired paper with the printable surface facing down. Then slide the paper
guides to get a snug fit.

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6. Insert the paper size label.

7. Reinsert the paper cassette into the printer.

After loading paper, set the Cassette1 Size and Cassette1 Type settings to match the loaded
paper size and paper type on the control panel.

Using the Reserve Job Function

CompactFlash The optional CompactFlash memory must be installed on your printer in order to use
the Reserve Job function. Make sure that the CompactFlash memory is correctly
recognized by the printer driver before you start using the Reserve Job function.

The CompactFlash memory must be at least 4 GB.

RAM Disk An additional memory must be installed on your printer in order to use the Reserve Job
function. 
To enable the RAM disk, you have to set the RAM Disk setting on the control panel to
Normal or Maximum. For instructions about increasing your printer’s memory, see
“Installing a memory module” on page 124. 
After the memory module is installed, you must update the option information. See
“Making Optional Settings” on page 174. 
When both CompactFlash memory and a RAM disk are installed, CompactFlash
memory is given priority and makes the RAM disk unavailable.
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The table below gives an overview of the Reserve Job options.

Reserve Job Option Description

Re-Print Job Lets you print the job now and store it on the printer’s memory. You can print the same
job several times.

Verify Job Lets you print one copy now to verify the content. You can print multiple copies later.

Stored Job* Lets you store the print job on the printer’s memory without printing it now.

Confidential Job Lets you apply a password to the print job. You can print the job entering the password
on the printer’s control panel.

* Not available when you use the RAM disk for the printer’s memory.

Sending the print job

dialog box appears.

Using the Control Panel

Using the Control Panel Menus

When to make control panel settings

In general, printer driver settings override settings made using the control panel.
You should make the following settings by using the control panel because these settings cannot be
made in the printer driver.

❏ Settings to select emulation modes and IES (Intelligent Emulation Switching) mode

❏ Settings to specify a channel and configure the interface

❏ Settings to specify the size of the memory buffer used to receive data

How to access the control panel menus

1. Press the r Right button to access the control panel menus.

2. Use the u Up and d Down buttons to scroll through the menus.

3. Press the r Right button to view the items in a menu. Depending on the menu, the LCD panel
displays an item and the current setting separated ( YYYY=ZZZZ), or only an item ( YYYY).

4. Use the u Up and d Down buttons to scroll through the items, or press the l Left button to return
to the previous level.
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5. Press the r Right button to carry out the operation indicated by an item, such as printing a
configuration status sheet or resetting the printer, or to view the settings available for an item, such
as paper sizes or emulation modes.

Use the u Up and d Down buttons to scroll through available settings, then press the r Right
button to select a setting and return to the previous level. Press the l Left button to return to the
previous level without changing the setting.

Note:
❏ You need to turn the printer off and then on to activate some settings. For details, see “Control

Panel Menus” on page 62.

❏ The OK button can be used instead of the r Right button in step 3 or 5.

6. Press the Start/Stop button to exit the control panel menus.

How to register menus as bookmarks

By registering bookmarks for frequently used menus, you can display the registered menus by just
pressing the OK button while the LCD panel displays Ready.

Note:
The maximum number of menus you can register as bookmarks is 3.

1. Display the menu to register. For details, see “How to access the control panel menus” on
page 60.

2. Press the OK button for more than two seconds.

The Add Bookmark menu appears.

Note:
Some menus cannot be bookmarked. If you tried to register them, Bookmark Failed is displayed.

3. Press the u Up and d Down buttons to select the menu to delete, then press the r Right button.

Note:
To register a new menu, you have to delete one of the registered menus from the bookmark.

If Bookmark Registered is displayed, the menu is bookmarked successfully.
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Note:
To restore the bookmark menus to the default values, select SelecType Init from the control panel’s
Reset Menu.

This section contains a list of error messages shown on the LCD panel, a brief description of each
message and suggestions for correcting the problem. Note that not every message shown on the LCD
panel indicates a problem. When the  mark is displayed at the right of the warning/error message,
multiple warnings/errors occur. To confirm all warnings that occur, press the d Down button to
display the Status Menu, then press the r Right button. The LCD panel also displays the remaining
service life of the consumables and available paper sizes.

Bookmark Failed

The selected menu cannot be registered as a bookmark. Some menus cannot be registered as
bookmarks.

Bookmark Registered

The selected menu is registered as a bookmark.

Cancel All Print Job

The printer is canceling all print jobs in the printer memory, including jobs the printer is currently
receiving or printing. This message appears when the W Pause/Cancel button has been pressed
down for more than 2 seconds.

Cancel Print Job

The printer is canceling the current print job. This message appears when the W Pause/Cancel
button has been pressed and released within 2 seconds.

Cancel Print Job (by host)

The print job is canceled at the printer driver.

Can’t Print
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The print data is deleted because it is incorrect.

Make sure the appropriate paper size and printer driver are used.

Can’t Print Duplex

The printer has encountered problems during duplex printing. Make sure you are using an
appropriate type and size of paper for the duplex printing. The problem could also be a result of
incorrect settings for the paper source you are using. Pressing the Start/Stop button will print the rest
of the print job on only one side of the paper. Press the W Pause/Cancel button to cancel the print
job.

Can’t Use Bookmark

The registered menu cannot be used because the menu is disabled by changing any settings after
registered the menu in bookmark.

Cassette Error yyy

Too many optional paper cassette units are installed to the printer. Up to three units can be installed.

Cassette2 Error yyy/Cassette3 Error yyy/Cassette4 Error yyy

An inappropriate optional paper cassette unit is installed.

CF CHECK

The printer is checking the CompactFlash memory.

Check Paper Size

The paper size setting is different from the size of paper loaded in the printer. Check to see if the correct
size of paper is loaded in the specified paper source.

To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. See “How to access
the control panel menus” on page 60 for instructions.

Check Paper Type

The paper loaded in the printer does not match the paper type setting in the printer driver. Paper that
matches only the paper size setting will be used for printing.
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To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. See “How to access
the control panel menus” on page 60 for instructions.

Clear paper jam and then reload wwww

The location where the paper jam occurred is displayed at WWWWW. WWWWW indicates the location of the
error.

If a paper jam occurs at two or more locations simultaneously, the corresponding multiple locations
are displayed.

For details about clearing paper jam, see “Clearing Jammed Paper” on page 147.

Close Cover wwww

The specified cover (wwww) does not close securely. Open the cover once, and then close.

Collate Disabled

Printing by specifying the number of copies is no longer possible due to a lack of memory (RAM). If
this error occurs, print only one copy at a time.

To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. See “How to access
the control panel menus” on page 60 for instructions.

CompactFlash Error

The installed CompactFlash memory is not supported by the printer or you selected No when the
Format Required was displayed on the control panel. Turn off the printer and remove the
CompactFlash memory. If Format Required is displayed on the control panel, select Yes.

CompactFlash Full

The optional CompactFlash memory is full and you cannot save any data. Delete the unnecessary data
from the CompactFlash memory. To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s
Reset Menu. For instruction about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the control
panel menus” on page 60.

Cooling Down

The printer is cooling down. This is not an error message, and will clear itself.

Correct time using Time Setting
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The current time setting is reset because you did not connect the power cord for a long time. To clear
this error, select Time Setting from Clock Menu and specify the current date and time.

Dev Unit uuuu Needed Soon

This message indicates that the development unit is near the end of its service life. You can continue to
print until the Replace Dev Unit uuuu message appears.

To clear this warning message and continue printing, select Clear All Warnings from the control
panel’s Reset Menu. For instruction about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the
control panel menus” on page 60.

DM Error yyy

An inappropriate Duplex Unit is installed. Remove the Duplex Unit.

Duplex Memory Overflow

There is not enough memory for duplex printing. The printer prints only on the front and ejects the
paper. To clear this error, follow the instructions below.

If Off is selected as the Auto Cont setting on the control panel’s Setup Menu, press the Start/Stop
button to print on the back of the next sheet, or press the W Pause/Cancel button to cancel the print
job.

If On is selected as the Auto Cont setting on the control panel’s Setup Menu, printing continues
automatically after a certain period of time.

Feed Roller MP Needed Soon, Feed Roller C1 Needed Soon, Feed Roller C2 Needed Soon,
Feed Roller C3 Needed Soon, Feed Roller C4 Needed Soon

This message indicates that the feed roller C2, C3, or C4 is near the end of its service life. You can
continue to print until the Replace Feed Roller MP, Replace Feed Roller C1, Replace Feed
Roller C2, Replace Feed Roller C3, or Replace Feed Roller C4 message appears.

To clear this warning message and continue printing, select Clear All Warnings from the control
panel’s Reset Menu. For instruction about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the
control panel menus” on page 60.

Form Data Canceled
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Unable to store form overlay data on the optional CompactFlash memory. Either the CompactFlash
memory is not installed correctly, or the maximum number of form overlay files has been reached.
Confirm that the optional CompactFlash memory is installed correctly, or delete any form overlay
files you no longer need, and then try storing the new overlay again.

To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. For instruction
about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the control panel menus” on page 60.

Form Feed

The printer is ejecting paper due to a user request. This message appears when pressing the Start/
Stop button once to make the printer offline, then holding down the Start/Stop button for more than
2 seconds in order not to receive form feed command.

Format Error ROM A

An unformatted ROM module has been inserted.

To clear this error, either press the Start/Stop button or turn off the printer and remove the ROM
module, then reinstall the ROM module. If that fails to clear the error, contact your dealer.

Format Required

The installed CompactFlash memory needs to be formatted to use it with the printer.

Select Yes to format the memory, or select No to cancel formatting. If you select No, CompactFlash
Error is displayed and you cannot use the memory for the printer. In that case, turn off the printer and
remove the CompactFlash memory.

Formatting CF

The CompactFlash memory is being formatted.

Fuser Needed Soon

This message indicates that the fuser unit is near the end of its service life. You can continue to print
until the Replace Fuser message appears.

To clear this warning message and continue printing, select Clear All Warnings from the control
panel’s Reset Menu.

Image Optimum

Install Fuser

The fuser unit is not installed correctly. Consult your dealer.

Install Photocon uuuu

The wrong photoconductor unit is installed in the indicated color position in the printer or the
position is empty. (The letters C, M, Y, or K appear in place of uuuu and indicate the colors Cyan,
Magenta, Yellow, and Black respectively.)
Install the indicated cartridges. See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

Install uuuu Toner Cartridge

The wrong toner cartridge is installed in the indicated color toner cartridge position in the printer or
the position is empty. (The letters C, M, Y, or K appear in place of uuuu and indicate the colors Cyan,
Magenta, Yellow, and Black respectively.)
Install the indicated cartridges. See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

Invalid AUX I/F Card

This message means that the printer cannot communicate with the installed optional interface card.
Turn off the printer, remove the card, then reinstall it.

Invalid Data

The spool file on the driver is deleted while printing or the data is abnormal. Press the Start/Stop
button to clear the error.
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Invalid N/W Module

There is no network program, or the network program cannot be used with your printer. Contact a
qualified service representative.

Invalid PS3

There are errors in the ROM module. Turn off the printer and contact your dealer.

Invalid ROM A

The printer cannot read the installed optional ROM module. Turn off the printer, then remove the
ROM module.

Invalid Size Cassette1/Invalid Size Cassette2/Invalid Size Cassette3/Invalid Size Cassette4

The printer cannot detect the paper size. Adjust the paper guide on the paper tray correctly.

Jam Paper Size Error

The paper jam occurred because the loaded paper size is different from the specified paper size.
Remove the jammed paper. See “Clearing Jammed Paper” on page 147 for instructions on removing
the jammed paper.

Maintenance Unit Needed Soon

This message indicates that the maintenance unit is near the end of its service life. You can continue to
print until the Replace Maintenance Unit message appears.

To clear this warning message and continue printing, select Clear All Warnings from the control
panel’s Reset Menu. For instruction about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the
control panel menus” on page 60.

Manual Feed ssss

The manual feed mode is specified for the current print job. Make sure the paper size indicated by
ssss is loaded, then press the Start/Stop button.

Memory Overflow

The printer has insufficient memory to execute the current task. Press the Start/Stop button on the
control panel to resume printing, or press the W Pause/Cancel button to cancel the print job.
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Need Memory

The printer has insufficient memory to complete the current print job.

To clear this error message, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. See“How to
access the control panel menus” on page 60 for instructions.

To prevent this problem from recurring, add more memory to your printer as described in “Memory
modules” on page 198, or reduce the resolution of the image to be printed.

No trays available Press Cancel Job

All of the MP Tray AutoSel, Cassette1 AutoSel, Cassette2 AutoSel, Cassette3 AutoSel,
and Cassette4 AutoSel settings in Tray Menu are set to Off, so the printer cannot feed paper. Press
the W Pause/Cancel button to cancel the print job. To continue printing, specify the paper source
on the printer driver, or set the above settings in Tray Menu to On.

Non-Genuine Toner Cartridge

Optional RAM Error

The optional memory module may be corrupted or incorrect. Replace it with a new one.

Paper Out tttt sssss

There is no paper in the specified paper source (tttt). Load paper of the size (sssss) into the paper
source.

Paper Set tttt sssss

The paper loaded in the specified paper source (tttt) does not match the required paper size (sssss).
Replace the loaded paper with the correct size paper and press the Start/Stop button to resume
printing, or press the W Pause/Cancel button to cancel the print job.

If you press the Start/Stop button without replacing the paper, the printer will print on the loaded
paper even though it does not match the required size.

Password Changed

The password has been changed successfully.

Photocon Trouble uuuu

There is a problem with the photoconductor unit of the indicated color. Remove the photoconductor
unit and reinsert it. If that fails to clear the error, replace the photoconductor unit. To install the
photoconductor unit, see “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

Photocon uuuu Needed Soon

This message indicates that the photoconductor unit of the indicated color is near the end of its service
life. You can continue to print until the Replace Photocon uuuu message appears.

Please wait for print

Printing cannot start because the previous job is being processed. Try again after a few seconds.
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Preheat Mode

The printer is in the preheat mode. You can change the time to enter the mode on Time to Preheat
in Setup Menu.

Print Overrun

The required time to process the print data exceeded the print engine speed because the current page is
too complex. Press the Start/Stop button to resume printing, or press the W Pause/Cancel button
to cancel the print job. If this message appears again, select On as the Page Protect setting in the
control panel’s Setup Menu or select Avoid Page Error on the printer driver.

If you continue to receive this message when printing a particular page, try simplifying the page by
limiting the number of graphics or reducing the number and size of fonts.

To avoid this error, it is recommended that you set the Page Protect setting to On and add more
memory to the printer. See “Setup Menu” on page 70 and “Memory Module” on page 124 for details.

PS3 CompactFlash Full

The memory allocated for writing PostScript 3 commands on the optional CompactFlash memory is
full.

RAM CHECK

The printer is checking the RAM.

Ready

The printer is ready to receive data and print.

Reboot to apply settings

Replace Dev Unit uuuu

The feed roller has reached the end of its service life and needs to be replaced. If this error occurs,
consult your dealer.

Replace Fuser

The fuser has reached the end of its service life and needs to be replaced. If this error occurs, consult
your dealer.

Replace Maintenance Unit

The maintenance unit has reached the end of its service life and needs to be replaced. If this error
occurs, consult your dealer.

Replace Photocon uuuu

The indicated photoconductor unit has reached the end of its service life and need to be replaced. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions.

Replace Toner uuuu

Printing is possible until the printout fades. 
To stop the printout from fading, open cover D, make sure the cartridge is locked, and tap the top of
the toner cartridge about five times with your finger. If the fading is not resolved by this procedure,
replace the toner cartridge. See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions.

Replace Toner uuuu Print in monochrome?

The indicated toner cartridge has reached the end of its service life and need to be replaced. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions. 
This message appears only when Convert to Monochrome is set to On, and the black toner is still left.
You can print in black-and-white by pressing the Start/Stop button.

Replace Transfer Unit/Replace 2nd Transfer Unit

The indicated transfer unit has reached the end of its service life and needs to be replaced. If this error
occurs, consult your dealer.
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Replace Waste Toner Box

The waste toner collector has reached the end of its service life and needs to be replaced. See “Replacing
Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions.

Reserve Job Canceled

The printer cannot store the data of your print job using the Reserve Job function. The maximum
number of print jobs stored on the printer’s memory has been reached, or the memory has no more
memory available to store a new job. To store a new print job, delete a previously stored job. Also, if
you have any Confidential Jobs stored, printing those jobs will make more memory available.

You may also increase the available memory space by changing the RAM Disk setting to Normal or
Maximum. For details, see “Setup Menu” on page 70.

To clear this error, select Clear Warning from the control panel’s Reset Menu. For instruction
about accessing the control panel menus, see “How to access the control panel menus” on page 60.

Reset

The printer’s current interface has been reset and the buffer has been cleared. However, other
interfaces are still active and retain their settings and data.

Reset All

All printer’s interface has been reset and the buffer has been cleared. The printer reboots
automatically.

Reset to Save

A control panel menu setting was changed while the printer was printing. Press the Start/Stop button
to clear this message. The setting will become effective after printing has finished.
Alternatively you can clear this message by performing Reset or Reset All on the control panel.
However, the print data will be deleted.

ROM CHECK

The printer is checking the ROM.

SELF TEST

The printer is currently performing a self test and initialization.
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Service Req Cffff/Service Req Exxx

A controller error or a print engine error has been detected. Turn off the printer. Wait at least 5
seconds, then turn it back on. If the error message still appears, write down the error number listed on
the LCD panel (Cffff/Exxx), turn off the printer, unplug the power cord, then contact a qualified
service representative.

Sleep

The printer is currently in the power-save mode. This mode is canceled when the printer receives print
data.

Toner Cartridge Error uuuu

A read/write error has occurred for the indicated toner cartridges. (The color Cyan(C), Magenta(M),
Yellow(Y), or Black(K) appears in place of uuuu.)

Remove the toner cartridges and reinsert them. If that fails to clear the error, replace the toner
cartridges.

To install the indicated cartridges. See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

Toner Low (uuuu Toner Low)

This message indicates that the toner cartridge for the indicated color is near the end of its service life.
Prepare a new toner cartridge.

Transfer Unit Needed Soon

This message indicates that the transfer unit is near the end of its service life. You can continue to print
until the Replace Transfer Unit message appears.

Turn Paper MP Tray, Turn Paper Cassette1, Turn Paper Cassette2, Turn Paper Cassette3,
Turn Paper Cassette4

The direction of the paper loaded in the specified paper cassette does not match the required paper
direction. Turn the paper direction to landscape.

Turning off Please wait

The printer is entering the power off mode.

Unable Clear Error
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The printer cannot clear an error message because the error status still remains. Try solving the
problem again.

Warming Up

The printer is warming up the fuser to be ready to print.

Waste Toner Box Near Full

The waste toner collector is near full of toner.

Write Error ROM A, Write Error ROM P

This message indicates an internal error in the printer. Reset the printer. If this error persists, consult
your dealer.

Writing ROM A, Writing ROM P

This message indicates that a ROM module in the slot is being written. Please wait until this message
disappears.

Wrong Password

No print jobs have been saved with the password you entered.

Wrong Photocon uuuu

An inappropriate photoconductor unit is installed. Install only the photoconductor unit listed in
“Consumable products” on page 25.

See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions on replacing the photoconductor
unit. (The letters C, M, Y, or K appear in place of uuuu and indicate the colors Cyan, Magenta, Yellow,
and Black respectively.)

Wrong Toner Cartridge uuuu

An inappropriate toner cartridge is installed. Install only the toner cartridge listed in “Consumable
products” on page 25.

See “Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133 for instructions on replacing the toner cartridge.
(The letters C, M, Y, or K appear in place of uuuu and indicate the colors Cyan, Magenta, Yellow, and
Black respectively.)
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Printing and Deleting Reserve Job Data

Print jobs stored on the printer’s memory using the Re-Print Job, Verify Job, and Stored Job options of
the Reserve Job function can be printed and deleted using the control panel’s Quick Print JobMenu.
Jobs saved using the Confidential Job option can be printed from the ConfidentialJobMenu. Follow
the instructions in this section.

Note:
❏ The RAM Disk setting on the control panel must be set to Normal or Maximum to use the Reserve Job

function. We recommend installing optional memory to use this function. For instructions about
increasing your printer’s memory, see “Installing a memory module” on page 124.

printer has been in use, the fuser and surrounding areas may be very hot.

❏ Do not dispose of used consumable products in fire, as they may explode and cause injury.
Dispose of them according to local regulations.

❏ Provide enough space for the replacement procedure. You will have to open some parts (such as
the printer cover) of the printer when you are replacing consumables.

❏ Do not install used consumable products into the printer.

Replacement Messages

If a consumable product reaches the end of its service life, the printer displays the following messages
on the LCD panel or the window of EPSON Status Monitor.

LCD Panel Message Description

Replace Toner uuuu* The toner cartridge for the indicated color has reached the end of its service life.

Replace Photocon uuuu* The photoconductor unit for the indicated color has reached the end of its service
life.

Replace Waste Toner Box The waste toner box has reached the end of its service life.

* The color Cyan(C), Magenta(M), Yellow(Y), or Black(K) appears in this position, indicating the color of the toner cartridge
or photoconductor unit to be replaced. For example, the message Replace Toner Yellow(Y) means that the yellow
toner cartridge is near the end of its service life.
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Printing is possible, even if Replace Toner uuuu is displayed, until the printout fades. 
Before replacing the toner cartridge, do the following procedures to make sure the toner cartridge is
empty.

1. Open cover D.

2. Make sure that all cartridges are locked.

3. Tap the top of the toner cartridges about five times with your fingers.

Caution:
Do not tap the toner cartridge with excessive force. Doing so may cause a malfunction or
disable printing.

If you tap a toner cartridge or remove it and rock it back and forth while the lock lever is released, the
toner may spill out.

If the printout is still faded, replace the toner cartridge.

Messages appear for one consumable product at a time. After replacing a consumable product, check the
LCD panel for replacement messages for other consumable products.

Cleaning and Transporting the Printer

Cleaning the Printer

The printer needs only minimal cleaning. If the printer’s outer case is dirty or dusty, turn off the
printer and clean it with a soft, clean cloth moistened with a mild detergent.

c
Caution:
Never use alcohol or paint thinner to clean the printer cover. These chemicals can damage the
components and the case. Be careful not to get water onto the printer mechanism or any electrical
components.

Cleaning the pickup roller

Gently wipe the rubber parts of the pick up rollers in the MP tray and standard lower paper cassette
with a well-wrung wet cloth.

MP tray

1. Open cover A using button B.
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2. Gently wipe the rubber parts of the pickup roller with a well-wrung wet cloth.

* pickup roller

3. Close cover A.

Lower paper cassette

1. Pull out the lower paper cassette.
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2. Gently turn and wipe the rubber parts of the pickup rollers with a well-wrung wet cloth.

* pickup roller

3. Insert the lower paper cassette.

Cleaning the exposure window

1. Open cover A using lever A.
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Note:
Make sure you fully open cover A until it stops.

w
Warning:
Be careful not to touch the fuser, which is marked CAUTION, or the surrounding areas. If the
printer has been in use, the fuser and the surrounding areas may be very hot. If you must touch
on of these areas, wait 40 minutes to allow the heat to subside before doing so.

2. Open cover G.
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3. Insert the cover G support into the hole on the printer.

c
Caution:
❏ Do not touch the intermediate transfer belt.

❏ Do not expose the photoconductor unit to room light longer than three minutes.

❏ Never touch the photoconductor unit’s light-sensitive drum; otherwise, print quality may
decline.
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4. Take out the exposure window cleaning bar.

5. Grab the position as shown in the label and remove the photoconductor unit from the printer.

6. Slide the cleaning bar once from left to right along the exposure window.

7. Reinstall the photoconductor unit to the printer.

When installing the photoconductor unit, make sure the hinge of cover G is set as indicated in
the illustration. If not, close and open cover G again.

8. For the other windows, repeat steps 5 to 7.

9. Put the exposure window cleaning bar back in place.
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10. Put the cover G support back in place.

11. Close cover G.
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12. Press the center of the output tray until it clicks.

13. Close cover A.

If you are moving the printer on its own, two people should lift and carry the printer.

1. Turn off the printer and remove the following items:

❏ Power cord

❏ Interface cables

❏ Loaded paper

❏ Installed options
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2. Be sure to lift the printer by the correct positions as shown below.

c
Caution:
When moving the printer, always keep it horizontal.

Note the following if your printer is installed on the optional printer stand.

❏ You do not need to remove the printer from the optional printer stand.

❏ It is unnecessary to lift the printer.

❏ Unlock the adjusters on the optional printer stand before moving the printer.

❏ Remove any obstacles that might be in your way.

❏ Lock the adjusters on the optional printer stand after moving the printer.

Troubleshooting

Clearing Jammed Paper

If paper becomes jammed in the printer, the printer’s LCD panel and EPSON Status Monitor provide
alert messages.

Error Message Refer to

Clear paper jam and then reload
MP A

For instruction on clearing this type of paper jam, see “Paper Jam MP A (MP tray or
Cover A)” on page 148.

Clear paper jam and then reload
C4 C3 C2 C1

For instruction on clearing this type of paper jam, see “Paper Jam C4, Paper Jam C3,
Paper Jam C2, Paper Jam C1 (All paper cassette)” on page 149.

Clear paper jam and then reload
B

For instruction on clearing this type of paper jam, see “Paper Jam B E (Duplex Unit or
Cover E)” on page 150.

Clear paper jam and then reload B
E

For instruction on clearing this type of paper jam, see “Paper Jam B E (Duplex Unit or
Cover E)” on page 150.

Precautions for clearing jammed paper

Be sure to observe the following points when you clear jammed paper.

❏ Do not remove jammed paper by force. Torn paper can be difficult to remove and might cause
other paper jams. Pull the paper gently and steadily to avoid tearing it, falling down, and injuring
yourself.

❏ Always try to remove jammed paper with both hands to avoid tearing it.

❏ If jammed paper is torn and remains in the printer, or if paper is jammed in a place not mentioned
in this section, contact your dealer.

❏ Make sure that the paper type that is loaded is the same as the Paper Type setting in the printer
driver.

Warning:
❏ Unless specifically instructed in this guide, be careful not to touch the fuser, which is marked

CAUTION, or the surrounding areas. If the printer has been in use, the fuser and the
surrounding areas may be very hot. If you must touch one of these areas, wait 40 minutes to
allow the heat to subside before doing so.

❏ Do not insert your hand deep into the fuser unit as some components are sharp and may cause
injury.

Paper Jam MP A (MP tray or Cover A)

1. Remove the stack of paper.

2. Open cover A using lever A.

Note:
Do not open cover A using button B.
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3. Gently remove the jammed paper with both hands. Be careful not to tear the jammed paper.

4. Close cover A.

Paper Jam C4, Paper Jam C3, Paper Jam C2, Paper Jam C1 (All paper cassette)

The instruction describes about standard lower paper cassette C1 as an example. Use the same
procedure for optional paper cassette C2, C3, and C4.

1. Pull out the paper cassette from the printer.
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2. Gently remove the jammed paper with both hands. Be careful not to tear the jammed paper.

3. Reinsert the paper cassette.

Paper Jam B E (Duplex Unit or Cover E)

1. Remove the stack of paper.
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2. Open cover A using button B.

3. If there is any jammed paper, pull the edge of the sheet and remove it gently with both hands. Be
careful not to tear the jammed paper.

Warning:
Be careful not to touch the fuser, which is marked CAUTION, or the surrounding areas. If the
printer has been in use, the fuser and the surrounding areas may be very hot. If you must touch
on of these areas, wait 40 minutes to allow the heat to subside before doing so.
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4. Unlock the release levers as shown below.

5. Open the duplex unit cover by pulling down the lever E.
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6. Open the paper holder by pulling down the lever E, and then gently remove the jammed paper. Be
careful not to tear the jammed paper.

7. Return the release levers as shown below.
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8. Close the duplex unit cover.

9. Close Cover A.

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Operational Problems

The Ready light does not turn on

Cause What to do

The power cord may not be properly plugged into the
electrical outlet.

Turn off the printer, check the power cord connections between
the printer and the electrical outlet, then turn the printer back on.

The electrical outlet may be controlled by an outside
switch or an automatic timer.

Make sure that the switch is turned on or plug another electrical
device into the outlet to check whether the outlet is operating
properly.

The printer is in the sleep mode (the Wake Up/Sleep
button lights) or in the power off mode (the Wake Up/
Sleep button blinks).

Press the Wake Up/Sleep button to return the printer to ready
status.

The printer does not turn off

Cause What to do

The printer is in the power off mode (the Wake Up/Sleep
button blinks).

Wait for a while. The printer turns off in approximately two
minutes.

To not enter the power off mode, set Power Off Timer to Off in
Energy Saver Menu on the control panel.

The printer does not print (Ready light off)

Cause What to do

The printer is offline. Press the Start/Stop button once to switch the printer to ready
status. Make sure that the Ready light turns on.

Some error may have occurred. Check the LCD panel to see if an error message appears.

The printer is in the power off mode (the Wake Up/Sleep
button blinks).

Press the Wake Up/Sleep button to return the printer to ready
status.

To not enter the power off mode, set Power Off Timer to Off in
Energy Saver Menu on the control panel.
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The Ready light is on but nothing prints

Cause What to do

Your computer may not be properly connected to the
printer.

Perform the procedure illustrated in the Setup Guide.

The interface cable may not be plugged in securely. Check both ends of the interface cable between the printer and
the computer.

You may not be using the correct interface cable. If you are using the parallel interface, make sure that the cable is a
double-shielded, twisted-pair interface cable no more than six
feet in length.

If you are using the USB interface, use a cable that is compatible
with Hi-Speed USB.

Your application software is not properly set up for your
printer.

Make sure that the printer is selected in your application software.

Your computer system’s memory is too small to handle
the volume of data in your document.

Try reducing the image resolution of your document in the
application software, or install more memory in your computer if
you can.

The remaining service life of the consumables is not updated (Windows only)

Cause What to do

The interval between updating information for the
consumables is too long.

Press the Get Information Now button on the Consumable Info
Settings dialog box. You can also change the interval for updating
information about the consumables on the Consumable Info
Settings dialog box.

Cannot install software or drivers

Cause What to do

You are not accessing the operating system with the
administrator privilege.

Access the operating system with the administrator privilege.
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Cannot access the shared printer

Cause What to do

Inappropriate texts are used for the Share name of the
shared printer.

Do not use spaces or hyphens for the Share name.

An additional driver cannot be installed on the client
computer, although the print server’s OS and the client
OS are different.

Install the printer drivers from the Software Disc.

Your network system causes this problem. Ask the administrator of the network for assistance.

Note:
For the additional driver to be installed, please see the table below.

Printout Problems

The font cannot be printed

Cause What to do

For Windows users, you may use the printer fonts
substituted for specified TrueType fonts.

In the printer driver, choose the Print TrueType fonts as bitmap
check box in the Extended Settings dialog box.
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Cause What to do

The selected font is not supported by your printer. Make sure that you have installed the correct font. See the Font
Guide for more information.

Printout is garbled

Cause What to do

The interface cable may not be plugged in securely. Make sure that both ends of the interface cable are plugged in
securely.

You may not be using the correct interface cable. If you are using the parallel interface, make sure that the cable is a
double-shielded, twisted-pair interface cable no more than six
feet in length.

If you are using the USB interface, use a Revision 2.0 cable.

The emulation setting for the port may not be correct. Specify the emulation mode by using the printer’s control panel
menus. See “Emulation Menu” on page 66.

Note:
If a configuration status sheet does not print correctly, your printer may be damaged. Contact your
dealer or a qualified service representative.

The printout position is not correct

Cause What to do

The page length and margins may be set incorrectly in
your application.

Make sure that you are using the correct page length and margin
settings in your application.

The paper size setting may be incorrect. Make sure the correct paper size is set in the Tray Menu on the
control panel.

The MP Tray Size setting may be incorrect. When loading paper for which the size is not specified with Auto
setting, specify the correct paper size on the MP Tray Size
setting in the Tray Menu on the control panel.
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Graphics do not print correctly

Cause What to do

The printer emulation setting in your application may be
incorrect.

Make sure that your application is set for the printer emulation
you are using. For example, if you are using the ESC/Page mode,
make sure that your application is set to use an ESC/Page printer.

You may need more memory. Graphics require large amounts of memory. Install an appropriate
memory module. See “Memory Module” on page 124.

Color Printing Problems

Cannot print in color

Cause What to do

Black is selected as the Color setting in the printer driver. Change this setting to Color.

The color setting in the application you are using is not
appropriate for color printing.

Make sure that the settings in your application are appropriate for
color printing.

The printout color differs when printed from different printers

Cause What to do

Printer driver default settings and color tables vary by
printer model.

Set the Gamma setting to 1.8 in the More Settings dialog box in
the printer driver, then print again. If you still do not get the
printouts you expect, adjust the color using the slide bar for each
color. For details about the More Settings dialog box, see the
printer driver’s online help.
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The color looks different from what you see on the computer screen

Cause What to do

Printed colors do not exactly match the colors on your
monitor, since printers and monitors use different color
systems: monitors use RGB (red, green, and blue), while
printers typically use CMYK (cyan, magenta, yellow, and
black).

Although it is difficult to match colors perfectly, selecting the
printer driver’s ICM setting can improve color matching between
different devices. For details, see the printer driver’s online help.

PhotoEnhance may be selected in the printer driver. The PhotoEnhance feature corrects the contrast and brightness of
the original image data, and so may not be suitable for printing
vivid images.

Print Quality Problems

The background is dark or dirty

Cause What to do

You may not be using the correct type of paper for your
printer.

If the surface of your paper is too rough, printed characters may
appear distorted or broken. Smooth, high-quality copier paper is
recommended for best results. See “Available paper types” on
page 191 for information on choosing paper.

The paper path inside the printer may be dusty. Clean internal printer components by printing three pages with
only one character per page.

White dots appear in the printout

Cause What to do

The paper path inside the printer may be dusty. Clean internal printer components by printing three pages with
only one character per page.
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Vertical lines appear on the printout

Cause What to do

The exposure window may be dusty. Clean the exposure window. For details, see “Cleaning the
exposure window” on page 137.

Print quality or tone is uneven

Cause What to do

Your paper may be moist or damp. Do not store paper in a humid or damp environment.

One of the toner cartridges may be near the end of its
service life.

If the message on the LCD panel or in EPSON Status Monitor
indicates that one of the toner cartridges is near the end of its
service life, open cover D, make sure the cartridge is locked, and
tap the top of the toner cartridge about five times with your finger.
If the problem is not resolved, replace the toner cartridge. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

For Windows users, you can also check the remaining service life
of the toner cartridge by looking at the Basic Settings tab in the
printer driver.

There may be a problem with photoconductor units. Replace the photoconductor units. See “Replacing Consumable
Products” on page 133.

Half-tone images print unevenly

Cause What to do

Your paper may be moist or damp. Do not store paper in a humid or damp environment. Be sure to
use paper that is newly unwrapped.

One of the toner cartridges may be near the end of its
service life.

If the message on the LCD panel or in EPSON Status Monitor
indicates that one of the toner cartridges is near the end of its
service life, open cover D, make sure the cartridge is locked, and
tap the top of the toner cartridge about five times with your finger.
If the problem is not resolved, replace the toner cartridge. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

For Windows users, you can also check the remaining service life
of the toner cartridge by looking at the Basic Settings tab in the
printer driver.
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Cause What to do

The gradation setting is too small when printing
graphics.

For Windows users, on the Basic Settings tab in the printer driver,
click the Advanced tab and select the More Settings button.
Then select the Halftoning.

The setting above is available only when printing in
black-and-white and the Monochrome Model Compatibility
check box is selected in the printer driver.

There may be a problem with photoconductor units. Replace the photoconductor units. See “Replacing Consumable
Products” on page 133.

Toner smudges

Cause What to do

Your paper may be moist or damp. Do not store your paper in a humid or damp environment.

You may not be using the correct type of paper for your
printer.

EPSON Color Laser Paper or smooth, high-quality copier paper is
recommended for best results. See “Available paper types” on
page 191 for information on choosing paper.

The paper path inside the printer may be dusty. Clean internal printer components by printing three pages with
only one character per page.

There may be a problem with photoconductor units. Replace the photoconductor units. See “Replacing Consumable
Products” on page 133.

Areas are missing in the printed image

Cause What to do

Your paper may be moist or damp. This printer is sensitive to moisture absorbed by the paper. The
higher the moisture content in the paper, the lighter the printout.
Do not store paper in a humid or damp environment.

You may not be using the correct type of paper for your
printer.

If the surface of your paper is too rough, printed characters may
appear distorted or broken. Smooth, high-quality copier paper is
recommended for best results. See “Available paper types” on
page 191 for information on choosing paper.
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Completely blank pages are output

Cause What to do

The printer may have loaded more than one sheet at a
time.

Remove the paper stack and fan it. Tap it on a flat surface to even
the edges, then reload the paper.

The problem may be with your application or interface
cable.

Print out a configuration status sheet. See “Printing a
Configuration Status Sheet” on page 154. If a blank page is
ejected, the problem may be with the printer. Turn off the printer
and contact your dealer.

The paper size setting may be incorrect. Make sure the correct paper size is set in the Tray Menu on the
control panel.

The MP Tray Size setting may be incorrect. When loading paper for which the size is not specified with Auto
setting, specify the correct paper size on the MP Tray Size
setting in the Tray Menu on the control panel.

One of the toner cartridges may be near the end of its
service life.

If the message on the LCD panel or in EPSON Status Monitor
indicates that one of the toner cartridges is near the end of its
service life, open cover D, make sure the cartridge is locked, and
tap the top of the toner cartridge about five times with your finger.
If the problem is not resolved, replace the toner cartridge. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

For Windows users, you can also check the remaining service life
of the toner cartridge by looking at the Basic Settings tab in the
printer driver.

There may be a problem with photoconductor units. Replace the photoconductor units. See “Replacing Consumable
Products” on page 133.

The printed image is light or faint

Cause What to do

Your paper may be moist or damp. Do not store your paper in a humid or damp environment.

The Toner Save mode may be on. Turn off the Toner Save mode using the printer driver or the
printer’s control panel menus.

For Windows users, on the Basic Settings tab in the printer driver,
click Advanced and select the More Settings button. Then
deselect the Toner Save check box.
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Cause What to do

One of the toner cartridges may be near the end of its
service life.

If the message on the LCD panel or in EPSON Status Monitor
indicates that one of the toner cartridges is near the end of its
service life, open cover D, make sure the cartridge is locked, and
tap the top of the toner cartridge about five times with your finger.
If the problem is not resolved, replace the toner cartridge. See
“Replacing Consumable Products” on page 133.

For Windows users, you can also check the remaining service life
of the toner cartridge by looking at the Basic Settings tab in the
printer driver.

There may be a problem with photoconductor units. Replace the photoconductor units. See “Replacing Consumable
Products” on page 133.

The non-printed side of the page is dirty

Cause What to do

Toner may have spilled onto the paper feed path. Clean internal printer components by printing three pages with
only one character per page.

Print quality decreased

Cause What to do

The printer cannot print in the required quality level
because of insufficient memory, and the printer lowers
the quality automatically so that the printer can continue
printing.

Check to see if the printout is acceptable. If not, add more memory
for a permanent solution or lower print quality temporarily in the
printer driver.

If RAM Disk is set to Maximum or Normal on the control panel, you
can increase the available memory space by changing this setting
to Off.
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Memory Problems

Insufficient memory for current task

Cause What to do

The printer has insufficient memory for current task. Reduce the contents of print jobs, or increase the available
memory on your printer. You can increase the available memory
by installing an optional memory module or CompactFlash
memory. See “Installing a memory module” on page 124 or
“Installing a CompactFlash memory” on page 129 for details.

When RAM Disk is set to Maximum or Normal on the control panel,
you can increase the available memory space by changing this
setting to Off.

Insufficient memory to print all copies

Cause What to do

The printer does not have sufficient memory to collate
print jobs.

Reduce the contents of print jobs, or increase the available
memory on your printer. You can increase the available memory
by installing an optional memory module or CompactFlash
memory. See “Installing a memory module” on page 124 or
“Installing a CompactFlash memory” on page 129 for details.

When  RAM Disk is set to Maximum or Normal on the control
panel, you can increase the available memory space by changing
this setting to Off.

Paper Handling Problems

Paper does not feed properly

Cause What to do

The paper guides are not set correctly. Make sure that the paper guides in all the paper cassettes and the
MP tray are set to the correct paper size positions.

The paper source setting may not be correct. Make sure that you have selected the correct paper source in your
application.
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Cause What to do

There may be no paper in the paper source. Load paper into the selected paper source.

The size of loaded paper differs from the control panel or
printer driver settings.

Make sure that the correct paper size and paper source are set in
the control panel or printer driver.

Too many sheets may be loaded in the MP tray or paper
cassettes.

Make sure that you have not tried to load too many sheets of
paper. For the maximum paper capacity for each paper source,
see “General” on page 193.

If paper does not feed from the optional paper cassette
unit, the unit may not be installed properly.

For instructions on installing the unit, see “Optional Printer Stand
and Paper Cassette Unit” on page 110.

The pickup roller is dirty. Clean up the pickup roller. For instructions, see “Cleaning the
pickup roller” on page 135.

The optional paper cassette may not be installed
properly.

See “Optional Printer Stand and Paper Cassette Unit” on page 110
for instructions on installing an optional paper cassette unit.

Problems Using Options

To confirm your options are installed correctly, print a configuration status sheet. See “Printing a
Configuration Status Sheet” on page 154 for details.

The message Invalid AUX I/F Card appears on the LCD panel

Cause What to do

The printer cannot recognize the installed optional
interface card.

Turn off the printer, then remove the card. Make sure the interface
card is of a supported model.

Paper does not feed from the optional paper cassette

Cause What to do

The paper guides are not set correctly. Make sure that the paper guides in the optional paper cassettes
are set to the correct paper size positions.

The optional paper cassette may not be installed
properly.

See “Optional Printer Stand and Paper Cassette Unit” on page 110
for instructions on installing an optional paper cassette unit.
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Cause What to do

The paper source setting may not be correct. Make sure you have selected the proper paper source in your
application.

There may be no paper in the paper cassette. Load paper into the selected paper source.

Too many sheets may be loaded in the paper cassette. Make sure that you have not tried to load too many sheets of
paper. For the maximum paper capacity for each paper source,
see “MP tray” on page 28 and “Lower paper cassette” on
page 30.

The paper size is not set correctly. Make sure to set the paper guides in the optional paper cassette
correctly.

An installed option cannot be used

Cause What to do

The installed option is not defined in the printer driver. For Windows users:
You have to make settings manually in the printer driver. See
“Making Optional Settings” on page 174.

The optional product is not available

Cause What to do

The printer does not recognize the optional product. Print a configuration status sheet to see if the printer recognizes
the optional product. If not, reinstall the optional product.

The setting for recognizing options may be set manually. See “Making Optional Settings” on page 174 to set the printer
driver to automatically update information about options.

Correcting USB Problems

If you are having difficulty using printer with a USB connection, see if your problem is listed below,
and take any recommended actions.

USB connections

USB cables or connections can sometimes be the source of USB problems.
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For best results, you should connect the printer directly to the computer’s USB port. If you must use
multiple USB hubs, we recommend that you connect the printer to the first-tier hub.

Windows operating system

Your computer must have one of the operating systems supported by this printer pre-installed, or be a
model upgraded from Windows XP, Vista, Server 2003, or Server 2008 to an operating system
supported by this printer. You must not be able to install or run the USB printer driver on a computer
that does not meet these specifications or that is not equipped with a built-in USB port.

For details about your computer, contact your dealer.

Printer software installation

Incorrect or incomplete software installation can lead to USB problems. Take note of the following
and perform the recommended checks to ensure proper installation.

Checking printer software installation

When using Windows, you must follow the steps in the Setup Guide packed with the printer to install
the printer software. Otherwise, Microsoft’s Universal driver may be installed instead. To check if the
Universal driver has been installed, follow the steps below.

1. Open the Printers folder, then right-click the icon of your printer.

2. Click Printing Preferences on the shortcut menu that appears, then right-click anywhere in the
driver.

If About is displayed in the shortcut menu that appears, click it. If a message box with the words
“Unidrv Printer Driver” appears, you must reinstall the printer software as described in the Setup
Guide. If About is not displayed, the printer software has been installed correctly.

Note:
For Windows Vista, Vista x64, XP, XP x64, Server 2003, or Server 2003 x64, if the software installation
dialog box appears during the installation process, click Continue Anyway. If you click STOP
Installation, you will have to install the printer software again.
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Status and Error Messages

You can see the printer’s status and error messages on the LCD panel. For more information, see
“Status and Error Messages” on page 91.

Canceling Printing

Press the W Pause/Cancel button on the printer’s control panel.

To cancel a print job before it is sent from your computer, see “Cancelling a Print Job” on page 41.

Printing in the PostScript 3 Mode Problems

The problems listed in this section are those that you may encounter when printing with the PostScript
driver. All procedural instructions refer to the PostScript printer driver.

The printer does not print correctly in the PostScript mode

Cause What to do

The printer’s emulation mode setting is incorrect. The printer is set to the Auto mode by default, so that it can
automatically determine the encoding used in the received print
job data and select the appropriate emulation mode. However,
there are situations where the printer cannot select the correct
emulation mode. In this case, it must be set manually to PS3.

Set the emulation mode through the SelecType Emulation Menu
on the printer. See “Emulation Menu” on page 66.

The printer’s emulation mode setting for the interface
that you are using is incorrect.

The emulation mode can be set individually for each interface
which receives print job data. Set the emulation mode for the
interface you are using to PS3.

Set the emulation mode through the SelecType Emulation Menu
on the printer. See “Emulation Menu” on page 66.
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The printer does not print

Cause What to do

An incorrect printer driver is selected. Make sure that the PostScript printer driver that you are using to
print is selected.

The Emulation Menu in the printer’s Control Panel is set
to a mode other than Auto or PS3 for the interface that
you are using.

Change the mode setting to either Auto or PS3.

The printer or its driver does not appear in utilities in the printer configuration 
(Macintosh only)

Cause What to do

The printer name has been changed. Ask the network administrator for details, then select the
appropriate printer name.

The AppleTalk zone setting is incorrect. Open the Print & Fax (for Mac OS X 10.5) or Printer Setup Utility
(Mac OS X 10.4), then select the AppleTalk zone that the printer is
connected to.

The font on the printout is different from that on the screen

Cause What to do

The PostScript screen fonts are not installed. The PostScript screen fonts must be installed on the computer
that you are using. Otherwise, the font that you select is
substituted by some other font for display on the screen.

For Windows users only

The appropriate substitution fonts are not correctly
specified on the Device Settings tab of the printer’s
Properties dialog box.

Specify the appropriate substitution fonts using the Font
Substitution Table.

The printer fonts cannot be installed

Cause What to do

The Emulation Menu in the printer’s Control Panel is not
set to PS3 for the interface that you are using.

Change the Emulation Menu setting to PS3 for the interface that
you are using, then try reinstalling the printer fonts again.

The edges of texts and/or images are not smooth

Cause What to do

The Print Quality is set to Fast. Change the Print Quality setting to Fine.

The printer does not have sufficient memory. Increase the printer memory.

The printer does not print normally via the USB interface

Cause What to do

For Windows users only

The Data Format setting in the printer’s Properties is not
set to ASCII or TBCP.

The printer cannot print binary data when it is connected to the
computer via the USB interface. Make sure that the Data Format
setting, which is accessed by clicking Advanced on the PostScript
sheet of the printer’s Properties, is set to ASCII or TBCP.

You can access the printer driver directly from any application programs, and from your Windows
operating system.
